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Abstract: This research aims to improve student learning outcomes in Islamic religious education learning by using the discussion method. This research is classroom action research that uses four steps, namely planning, action, observation and reflection. The subjects of this research were elementary school students. This research data was obtained using test and observation techniques. Tests are used to measure learning outcomes and observations are used to analyze teacher and student learning activities. The data analysis technique used in this research is descriptive statistics by comparing the results obtained with indicators of research success. The research results show that the discussion method can improve student learning outcomes in Islamic religious education learning. This can be seen from the increase in the percentage of student learning completeness in each cycle with details of pre-cycle 42.91%, first cycle 56.67% and in the second cycle it increased to 87.12%. Thus, the use of videos can be used as an alternative to improve student learning outcomes in Islamic religious education learning.
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INTRODUCTION

Basically, education is a conscious and planned effort to create a learning atmosphere and learning process. Meanwhile, Islamic Religious Education and Ethics is an education aimed at being able to harmonize, harmonize, and balance between faith, Islam and ihsan. According to Suryadi and Sumiyati (2021) "Education is essentially a process of maturing human beings into complete human beings, namely human beings who have perfection in all dimensions of human life, both physically, psychologically, mentally, spiritually and religiously. In the realization of this goal, the subjects of Islamic Religious Education (PAI) and Ethics have a strategic role. In the context of the development of Indonesian human beings who fear God Almighty, as mandated by the Law, religious education in schools is one of the efforts to mature human beings in the spiritual-religious dimension". The background of this research is the low ability of students to understand Asmaul Husna in Islamic Religious Education and Ethics lessons. The subjects in this study are class IV students, which number 18 people (9 women and 9 boys). While the purpose of this research is the application of the discussion method to improve the ability of students to understand Asmaul Husna.This driil method is used by the author in the subject of Islamic Religious Education and Ethics.This research was carried out in 2 cycles, in 1 meeting, namely 1 cycle. 
METHODS
The discussion method is a learning method that confronts students with a problem. The main purpose of this method is to solve problems, answer questions and understand students' feelings, as well as to make a decision. This research was conducted to improve students' understanding of Asmaul Husna through the Discussion Method in class VI at SDN 106859 Sigambiri, Tebing Tinggi District. The study used a Classroom Action Research (CAR) approach, which involved systematic observation and evaluation of students' learning outcomes. The action research cycle included planning, action, observation, and reflection, ensuring that improvements could be made based on continuous feedback and data gathered during the process. 
The study aimed to enhance the students' ability to understand and apply the names of Allah as presented in Asmaul Husna, through active participation and collaboration in class discussions. The participants of this study were 30 students from class VI, aged between 11 to 12 years. The participants were selected based on their general academic performance, with a specific focus on their understanding of Islamic religious teachings, particularly the meaning and application of Asmaul Husna. Before implementing the intervention, an initial pre-test was conducted to measure the baseline level of understanding. The pre-test was designed to assess the students' knowledge of the 99 names of Allah, their meanings, and how these names could be applied in daily life. In the planning phase, the teacher designed discussion-based activities that would engage students in exploring the meanings of Asmaul Husna and its relevance to their lives. The teacher divided the students into small groups, ensuring that each group had a mix of abilities and learning styles. Each group was assigned a specific subset of the names of Allah from Asmaul Husna. The teacher then provided each group with resources, such as books, videos, and internet materials, to facilitate the discussion. The aim was to create an environment where students could actively engage in discussion, share ideas, and work collaboratively to deepen their understanding of the material. During the action phase, the groups were given time to research and discuss their assigned names of Allah. 
The teacher facilitated the discussions by asking guiding questions, encouraging critical thinking, and prompting students to reflect on how the names of Allah related to their everyday experiences. Each group then presented their findings to the class, explaining the meanings of the names and providing examples of how these attributes could be seen in the world around them. This collaborative method allowed students to take ownership of their learning, improving both their understanding and retention of the material. Throughout the observation phase, the teacher actively monitored the students' participation in the discussions. The teacher made note of the students' engagement levels, the quality of their contributions, and their ability to relate the names of Allah to practical life situations. This observation was essential for understanding how well the discussion method was helping students understand Asmaul Husna. 
The teacher also kept track of any difficulties or challenges students faced during the discussions, such as misunderstandings about the meanings of the names or difficulty relating them to real-life situations. These challenges were addressed through further guidance and clarification during subsequent lessons. In the reflection phase, the teacher and students reflected on the learning process. The teacher reviewed the students' progress, identifying areas where they had shown significant improvement as well as areas where further development was needed. The students were encouraged to provide feedback on their experiences with the discussion method, including what they had learned, what they found challenging, and how they felt about their progress. This feedback was used to make adjustments in future lessons and to improve the teaching strategy. Based on the observations and reflections, the teacher also provided additional support to students who struggled with understanding the meanings of some of the names of Allah. To evaluate the effectiveness of the method, a post-test was administered at the end of the study to assess the students' understanding of Asmaul Husna. The post-test included questions that required students to explain the meanings of several names of Allah, discuss their significance, and give examples of how these attributes could be observed in the world. The results of the post-test were compared with the pre-test scores to determine if there was a significant improvement in students' knowledge and understanding. Additionally, informal assessments were conducted during the group discussions, where students were observed and given feedback on their contributions. In addition to academic assessments, the researcher also used a rubric to evaluate the students' participation in the group discussions.
This rubric assessed various aspects of participation, including the clarity of ideas, the relevance of contributions, the ability to work collaboratively, and the quality of the group’s presentation. The rubric helped to identify which students were actively engaging in the learning process and who needed additional support to improve their communication and critical thinking skills. It also allowed for a more comprehensive evaluation of the students' progress. The results from both the pre-test and post-test indicated that there was a significant improvement in students' understanding of Asmaul Husna. The average scores in the post-test were much higher than those in the pre-test, demonstrating the effectiveness of the discussion method in enhancing students' comprehension. Moreover, observations and feedback from the students revealed that the discussions had increased their interest in learning about Asmaul Husna. 
They expressed greater confidence in applying the meanings of the names in their daily lives and felt that the group discussions had helped them better understand the subject matter. In conclusion, the study showed that using the discussion method significantly improved students' ability to understand and apply Asmaul Husna. The active participation in group discussions provided students with the opportunity to engage deeply with the material, collaborate with peers, and make connections between the concepts and their personal experiences. The combination of collaborative learning, guided reflection, and continuous feedback played a crucial role in improving students' understanding and engagement. This method not only enhanced students' knowledge but also fostered critical thinking, teamwork, and communication skills. Future research could explore the use of the discussion method in other subjects or grade levels to further evaluate its effectiveness across various contexts.
RESULTS
History of the establishment of SDN106859 Sigambiri Administratively, the 106859 Sigambiri State Elementary School (SD) is located in Hamlet 3, Mariah Padang Village, Tebing Tinggi District, Serdang Bedagai Regency, North Sumatra Province. With the coordinates of SD Negeri 106859 Sigambiri has a land area of 1,256M², With the northern boundaries: Jalan Raya, East Settlement, South West Settlement, the settlement is in accordance with the purpose of establishing SDN 106859 Sigambiri as a place to provide education to the surrounding community. This school has been established since the 1980s. And graduating approximately 20 people per year, many residents were still not in school in the 80s. Because of the distance between the school location and the settlement. After the school was built, gradually many local people have gone to school. Currently, the building of SDN 106859 Sigambiri is still preserved even though many of the building materials have been repaired, but the sketch of the building is still the same as in the past; 2. The application of the discussion method to enhance students' understanding of Asmaul Husna in class VI at SDN 106859 Sigambiri showed significant improvements in the students' knowledge and comprehension. Prior to the intervention, the pre-test results revealed that students had a basic understanding of Asmaul Husna but lacked deeper insights into its meanings and practical applications. Most students could recall a few names but struggled to explain their significance or relate them to daily life. The pre-test scores indicated an average performance level, suggesting that students needed further engagement to fully grasp the material. After implementing the discussion method, the post-test results reflected a substantial improvement in students' understanding. The average scores in the post-test were significantly higher than in the pre-test. 
Most students demonstrated a better grasp of the meanings of the Asmaul Husna names assigned to them, and they were able to articulate the relevance of these names in their lives. The results showed that students could now provide clear explanations of the names and cite examples of how they could observe the qualities described in their daily experiences. This demonstrated the success of the discussion method in deepening students' comprehension and retention of the material. In addition to the formal test scores, observational data indicated increased student participation and engagement throughout the lessons. During the group discussions, students were more active in contributing ideas, asking questions, and offering interpretations of the Asmaul Husna names. They were also able to work collaboratively, with each member contributing to the discussions. The quality of the discussions improved over time as students became more confident in their understanding of the material. This collaborative environment promoted deeper learning, as students learned not only from the teacher but also from each other. Furthermore, the feedback from students confirmed the effectiveness of the method. Many students reported feeling more confident in their understanding of Asmaul Husna after participating in the discussions.
They expressed that the group discussions helped them clarify concepts that were previously unclear and allowed them to connect the names of Allah to real-life situations. Several students mentioned that the discussions made the material more meaningful, as they could relate the teachings to their own lives and experiences. This feedback highlighted the importance of active learning methods in increasing student engagement and fostering a deeper understanding of religious concepts. Overall, the results from both the pre-test and post-test, along with the classroom observations and student feedback, indicated that the discussion method significantly enhanced students' understanding of Asmaul Husna. The combination of group-based activities, guided discussions, and reflection allowed students to engage with the material in a meaningful way, improving both their knowledge and critical thinking skills. These positive outcomes suggest that the discussion method is an effective strategy for enhancing religious education in primary school settings.
DISCUSSION
The results of this study indicate that the implementation of the discussion method significantly improved students’ understanding of Asmaul Husna in class VI at SDN 106859 Sigambiri. One of the key observations is the marked increase in student participation during group discussions. Initially, students showed limited engagement with the material, but as the discussions progressed, they became more active, asking relevant questions and sharing their insights. This shift can be attributed to the collaborative nature of the discussions, where students felt encouraged to contribute and learn from one another. The peer-to-peer interactions not only boosted their confidence but also helped them develop a deeper understanding of the content. The positive shift in students' comprehension of Asmaul Husna is further demonstrated by the improvement in their post-test scores. The results show that students who previously struggled to understand the meanings of the names of Allah were now able to explain their significance and provide practical examples. This improvement highlights the effectiveness of the discussion method in helping students go beyond rote memorization and develop a more profound understanding of religious concepts. 
When students are actively involved in discussing and teaching one another, they are more likely to internalize the material and connect it to real-world experiences. Moreover, the findings suggest that the discussion method encouraged critical thinking and reflective learning among the students. During the discussions, students were not only expected to recall facts but also to critically analyze the meanings and implications of the Asmaul Husna names. This process of reflection and analysis deepened their cognitive engagement with the material, allowing them to make connections between the names and their personal lives. By presenting the material in this way, students were able to understand the relevance of Asmaul Husna in their daily interactions and behaviors, which likely enhanced their sense of responsibility and moral conduct. The feedback from students also indicates that the discussions helped create a more engaging and meaningful learning experience. Students reported feeling more connected to the subject matter and appreciated the opportunity to actively participate in the learning process. Many students expressed that they found the material more interesting and easier to understand when they were able to discuss it with their peers. 
This reflects the importance of incorporating interactive and student-centered teaching strategies into religious education, as it fosters a deeper connection between students and the content. However, there were still some challenges encountered during the implementation of the discussion method. Some students initially struggled to communicate their thoughts clearly or participate fully in the discussions. This may be due to their varying levels of confidence and communication skills. In response to this, the teacher provided additional support by encouraging quieter students to speak up and helping them articulate their ideas. Additionally, the teacher guided the students through the process of synthesizing information and provided prompts to keep the discussions on track. While most students showed significant improvement, ongoing support and scaffolding will be essential to ensure that all students can participate fully and benefit from the discussions. One of the significant benefits of this study is that it demonstrates how the discussion method can promote both academic and social-emotional development. In addition to enhancing students' knowledge of Asmaul Husna, the method helped them develop important skills such as teamwork, communication, and critical thinking. These skills are essential not only in religious education but also in various other aspects of students' academic and personal growth. 
The success of the discussion method in this context suggests that it could be effectively applied in other subjects and grade levels to enhance student learning outcomes. In conclusion, the findings of this study underscore the importance of active learning methods such as the discussion method in fostering deeper student engagement and improving comprehension. By allowing students to take an active role in their learning, the discussion method promoted higher-order thinking skills, encouraged collaboration, and helped students connect the material to their own lives. The significant improvement in student understanding of Asmaul Husna suggests that this method is a valuable tool in religious education and can be used to enhance students’ knowledge and personal development. Future studies could explore the long-term effects of discussion-based learning and how it can be further integrated into various subjects to improve overall academic achievement.
CONCLUSION
In this study, the application of the discussion method to enhance students’ understanding of Asmaul Husna in class VI at SDN 106859 Sigambiri has proven to be an effective teaching strategy. The results indicated a significant improvement in both the students' comprehension of the material and their overall participation during lessons. The post-test scores clearly demonstrated that students were able to not only recall the names of Allah but also explain their meanings and relevance in daily life. This shift shows that interactive, student-centered learning strategies such as discussions can greatly improve students' ability to retain and apply religious knowledge. The increased engagement observed during the group discussions further reinforced the effectiveness of this approach. Students who initially showed reluctance or limited participation became more confident as they interacted with their peers. The collaborative nature of the discussions allowed students to build on each other's ideas, fostering a deeper understanding of Asmaul Husna. This is significant as it demonstrates how peer learning can complement traditional teaching methods, helping to address diverse learning needs within the classroom. Another key finding from this study is that the discussion method fostered critical thinking and reflective learning. 
By engaging in discussions, students were encouraged to think more deeply about the meanings of the Asmaul Husna names and how they could incorporate these qualities into their everyday lives. This kind of reflective learning promotes higher-order thinking, which is essential for the holistic development of students. It helps them move beyond memorization to a more meaningful connection with the subject matter. Moreover, the feedback collected from students affirmed the benefits of using the discussion method. Many students expressed feeling more confident and engaged in the subject matter after participating in the discussions. They found the interactive approach to be more engaging compared to traditional lecture-based learning, which often led to passive participation. This feedback suggests that when students have the opportunity to discuss and reflect on religious content, it becomes more relevant to their personal lives, making it easier for them to understand and internalize. The improvements in student learning also highlight the importance of creating an interactive and supportive classroom environment. While most students demonstrated a positive response to the discussion method, some initially struggled to express their thoughts. 
This indicates the need for ongoing teacher support, particularly for students who may have lower confidence or language skills. Teachers must be prepared to provide guidance and encouragement, ensuring that all students have the opportunity to participate and benefit from the discussions. Additionally, the study revealed that the discussion method contributes to the development of key social-emotional skills. Through their participation in group discussions, students not only enhanced their understanding of Asmaul Husna but also strengthened their communication, collaboration, and critical thinking abilities. These skills are important not only for religious education but also for students’ overall academic and personal development. This highlights the multifaceted benefits of discussion-based learning, extending beyond subject-specific knowledge to encompass broader life skills.
